McAfee School of Theology proposes new program to begin fall 2018, the Master of Theological Studies (MTS).  MTS is a 49 hour, two-year academic graduate degree program that allows students to craft their own course of study, in consultation with their Faculty Supervisor, in preparation for future advanced and specialized work in religion and theology through teaching and research, church leadership, or community and global ministry.  The course of study allows students to concentrate in one of four broad areas:  Bible, History/Theology, Ethics, and Practical Theology.   The MTS will completely replace the academic track at McAfee.  The M.Div. degree program will no longer offer an academic track and students who wish to craft their own course of study will be directed to enroll in the MTS program. Seven students are currently active in the academic track and will be able to complete program.   The academic track normally runs between seven to twelve students.  Nash stated they will take five students per year.

The idea of Athletic Training was presented by College of Health Professions to BOT last year for pre-approval.  The program will be a six-semester, 70 credit hour professional program that will prepare students for national certification in athletic training.  For certification eligibility with the National Athletic Trainers’ Association Board of Certification, the program must be accredited by the Commission on Accreditation of Athletic Training Education (CAATE).  They plan to seek accreditation as soon as the program is eligible, which will occur during the academic year 2019-2020.  The inaugural class will graduate in May 2020. The program will be offered on the Macon campus so that students will have clinical experience opportunities with Mercer athletics.  Their aim is to recruit at least 10 quality students for the first cohort (2018-19) and grow the program to a goal of 20 students by (2020-21), which results in 40 students in the program.  The program will be ongoing, accepting one cohort per year for a six-semester, lockstep program.  The target audience will be students who have earned an undergraduate degree and are interested in a career in AT.
