Program Changes: 
· Remove PSY 150: Psychology Major and Career from BA and BS degrees. 
· Reduce the required major hours in the Psychology BA from a minimum of 31 to 30 with the removal of PSY 150 as a required course.
· Increase the required major hours from a minimum of 38 to 40 for the Psychology BS. 
· Add new course PSY 310: Biological Bases of Behavior (4 credit hours) to the lab course category.

· Reorganize elective groupings for the Psychology BA, BS, and Minor, from our current Group 1 & 2 courses into 3 Groupings, each with a new description outlined in proposal. 
Majors will be required to take one course from each of the three groupings. The change will ensure that majors obtain more breadth in the curriculum. Minors will be required to take a course from 2 of the 3 groupings which will keep required credit hours at 15. The 200-level courses serve several other programs, but the proposed changes will not affect these programs.
